Chemistry
Overview

The study of matter is a diverse and
interesting subject as it gives us clues
on making our lives better and more
comfortable. LITE Legal Summer
School’s two-week chemistry course
aims to introduce 13-15 year olds to the

exciting study of Chemistry.

Academic Content

The bulk of the program will deal with topics
regarding inorganic chemistry and its funda-
mental subjects. Topics are based on lessons
that are typically taught in regular school
semesters, with additional lessons to broaden
the students’ perspectives.

Each day of the program will be composed
of a morning and an afternoon session. The
morning sessions will focus on lectures, while
those in the afternoon will be workshops
related to the said lectures. Workshop activities
may either be done in groups or individually,
depending on the nature of the activity. De-
bates, class reports, and group brainstorming
sessions are some of the activities that may
occur during the afternoon sessions.
